Types of Dog Shows
· Show and Go – practice environment
· Fun Match – informal competition
· Sanctioned Fun Match – follows official rules
· Trials – performance-based competitions
Key Dog Show People
· Registration Staff – handle paperwork and check-in
· Stewards – assist judges and manage the ring
· Judge – evaluates dogs and handlers
· Show Superintendent – oversees the entire event
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
