Activity 1: Build a Wellness Calendar
Students create a 12-month plan including:
· Vaccinations
· Heartworm prevention
· Flea/tick control
· Annual exam
· Dental check

Activity 2: Parasite Transmission Case Study
Scenario:
A child plays in dirt contaminated with dog feces and does not wash hands.
Question:
What parasite risk exists? How can it be prevented?

Activity 3: Healthy or Unhealthy?
Provide descriptions:
· Bright eyes, glossy coat, energetic.
· Dull coat, scooting, weight loss.
Students determine health status.

Activity 1: Build a Wellness Calendar
Answer Key Concept:
Must include annual exam, rabies, parasite prevention year-round, dental care, proper nutrition.



Activity 2: Parasite Transmission Case Study
Answer:
Roundworms or hookworms. Prevent through feces cleanup and hand washing.

Answer:
First = healthy.
Second = possible parasite infestation.
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
