· Keeps skin and coat healthy
· Prevents mats and parasites
· Allows early detection of injuries or illness
· Builds trust between dog and handler
Basic Grooming Tasks
· Brushing and combing
· Bathing
· Nail trimming
· Ear cleaning
· Teeth brushing



Common Grooming Tools
· Slicker brush
· Pin brush
· Comb
· Undercoat rake
· Nail clippers
· Nail grinder
· Dog shampoo
Coat Types & Needs
· Short coat: Minimal brushing
· Double coat: Regular brushing to remove loose undercoat
· Long coat: Frequent brushing to prevent mats
· Wire coat: Stripping or specialized grooming
Safety & Handling
· Always use dog-safe products
· Never rush grooming
· Watch body language for stress
· Grooming should be calm and controlled
