Dogs don’t talk, but they communicate all the time using their bodies, faces, and voices.
Body Language to Know
· Relaxed body: dog feels safe
· Tail tucked: scared or nervous
· Stiff body: warning sign
· Play bow: wants to play
· Raised hackles: excitement or stress
Dog Sounds
· Barking can mean many things
· Growling is a warning
· Whining shows stress or need
Behavior Basics
· Some behaviors are normal
· Problems often come from boredom, fear, or lack of training
· Understanding behavior keeps everyone safe
