How Dogs Learn
· Dogs learn through association and consequences
· Behaviors that are rewarded are more likely to repeat
· Clear communication improves learning speed
Training Methods
· Positive reinforcement (preferred method)
· Use of rewards such as treats, praise, and play
· Avoidance of punishment-based techniques
Timing & Consistency
· Reward must occur immediately
· Consistent cues prevent confusion
· Short, frequent sessions are most effective

· Name recognition
· Sit, down, and stay
· Leash manners
· Focus and attention
Safety & Welfare
· Training should never cause fear or pain
· Humane methods improve trust and reliability
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
